FamilyBase Project staff believe 
that children thrive best in 
healthy, stable environments.. 
There are times, however, when 
crisis occurs and families may 
need assistance in maintaining 
their children at home.  

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

FamilyBase is a free standing 
program to help in this process 
in order to prevent further 
involvement from SRS or the 
juvenile justice system. Cases 
are confidential and require 
permission of the family to 
share this information with 
other organizations.   

 

What Families Can Expect: 

Services are provided in the home and 
community. You can expect a case worker  
to perform an assessment within one to four 
days. Based on this assessment, the family 
and case worker will determine together 
what services would best meet the needs of 
the family.  

Services we provide may be a combination 
of hard and soft services. We will assist you 
in accessing hard services such as food, 
furniture, and transportation. Soft services 
are services we and other community 
stakeholders provide to engage the family 
through education and counseling directed 
at strengthening the family unit. We may 
refer the family to other service providers as 
well.  

It is always up to  the family to determine 
and make the ultimate decision on how they 
will accept or utilize the services offered. For 
those families having court involvement, the 
case worker will be required to send a report 
to the court updating the court on the 
assessment and recommendations in regard 
to child safety and services.  

This is a short term program. Most families 
complete the program in less than 90 days.  
This service is provided free of charge.
