Summary of Services 
Assessment/Referral - An assessment is 

completed on each individual to identify 

strengths/needs and place the individual in 

the level of care that will best meet his or her 

needs. Standardized assessment tools are 

utilized in this process, as well as  historical 

information  and observations. Timely 

referrals will be made to appropriate 

resources based on clientõs choice of 

provider.   
 

Individual/Family Counseling - Individual and 

family counseling services are available to 

persons meeting criteria for outpatient 

services.  Intensity of care is determined 

through the screening process. 
 

Group Counseling - Based on the screening 

and treatment plan, the counselor may 

recommend specific groups to attend. Our 

program offers a variety of 60-90 minute 

educational and treatment groups.  

 

Continuing Care/Relapse Prevention - 

Continuing Care services are provided in 

order to assist individuals in sustaining the 

changes and progress made during the 

treatment phases. These services are available 

to clients who have successfully completed a 

treatment program. 

Case Management ð A service to aid the 

client in coordinating supports and services to 

increase the options in recovery for self 

sufficiency. For pregnant women and mothers 

this service would address barriers often 

associated with treatment failure such as 

transportation to support groups, medical 

appointments, and arrangements for daycare.

A per-session fee is charged for the counseling 

groups and individual services. TFI Family 

Services will bill your insurance company for 

services rendered, you will be responsible for 

deductible and co-pay.  You must sign an 

assignment of benefits at the time of services.   
 

Medicaid will be billed for services provided to 

Medicaid recipients. For qualifying low income 

clients in the southeast region of Kansas, the 

agency has monies available to assist with 

payments.

Program Purpose 
The purpose of the program is to provide 

quality, effective and timely services in an effort 

to limit the negative consequences of 

substance abuse, increase the likelihood of 

successful recovery and assist in the prevention 

of relapse.  
 

Intake 
Our substance abuse program is open to 

youth and adults who are referred through 

community resources such as RADAC, the 

courts, schools and private insurance 

companies, as well as self-referrals.  
 

Our program utilizes comprehensive screening 

tools to determine the services that best meet 

the individualõs needs. Based on the results of 

the screening,  clients will be referred to 

licensed/certified providers.  
 

Licensing/Staff  Qualifications 
Services are provided by certified counselors 

with experience and training in substance 

abuse services. For more complex behavioral 

health needs, we have members of our 

network of providers who are dually certified/

licensed for clients who have substance abuse 

problems and other  mental health needs.
