Clothing  Vouchers 
 
 TFI Family Services is pleased to announce clothing vouchers for youth 13 and older are   
 increasing to $300.00 per year to be paid out $150.00 every six months.  This became  
 effective July 1, 2007.  The clothing voucher for children ages 0-12 years will be $250.00  
 per year to be paid out $125.00 every six months. 
 
 Respite 
 
 Due to complications with the process of new respite procedures, we have made the  
 decision to reinstate the previous respite procedure.  Resource Families accessing respite  
 care will be responsible for reimbursing the respite provider. In other words, the current  
 resource family will still claim the child on their day of care sheet, but pay the respite home 
 out of their pocket, up front.  Please make sure the Red Book goes with the child for the  
 respite visit.  TFI will not facilitate the payment process.  If you have any questions or  
 concerns, please visit with your Resource  Family Service Worker.  We apologize for any  
 inconvenience this may have caused and we appreciate the hard work each of you do on  
 a daily basis.
