The Case for Documentation

Resource parents are pretty busy folks. They mmmime the role of parent, confidant, friend, gohian,
investigator, cook, chauffeur, teacher, and menidrere is no wonder that there is little time Iafthe

day for one more important duty—documentationseims to remind us of it value. (Remember: thera-
peutic resource parents are required todaidy for each therapeutic child in their care.)

There are many reasons to embrace the idea of dotation. First, being organized and efficient ssak
fostering easier. If you already have become slay®ur calendars and planners, you are now hayf w
there. We write down these dates and duties sota® forget them. This is the primary reasondocu-
mentation. Busy people cannot trust their memdadesdways get all details right, so we write thdawn
shortly after the important event or beforehand asminder. Documentation is nothing more than an
written record of events.

A second reason to document everything of impodasto settle disputes, answer questions inteitlge
and be able to transfer information to those whedrie When your social workers want to know thet$
as they occurred, you have them. When a theragkst you to recap the event when your foster et
off the deep end, you are able to do so. By doatimg over time you may be able to identify pattern
and triggers to a certain child’s behaviors, andeti®p new strategies to deal with them.

The third reason for documentation is to protecirgelf in events of allegations. Reporting thedeat
by detail can wipe an untrue story from the sladéhen a mischievous child reports you and alleges y
abused them, those logs of appointments, phong eaidl incident reports are going to be available i
proving your innocence.

What items should be documented? Everything! "$tzatall order, but resource parents are veryemin
able to allegations and misunderstandings. Keegppgintments and phone call records are a goad sta
If dates must be reconstructed, these items hdlpibastablishing where you were at the time alé age
serving as a way to jog your memory. These shimaldde exact times, (dates and hours), purposieeof
call or meeting, where it was held if meeting artbvattended. If it's a phone call, who was called
what significant things were said or decided. Tgioyou should always keep your resource worker ap-
prised of significant events as they occur withskiid your care and the worker will document thésea
great idea to keep your own log too. Some resqgoacents choose to keep a folder (wither handwaribte
on computer) for each child. Same rules apply abmluding date and times. Remember, you're re-
cording the facts of the incident and not journgiiaxpressing your feelings about it). You doravé to
write every word that was exchanged, but summadhieencident. If a child moves to another placemen
sending your logs (or copies) with the red bookid@ive the new resource parents some valuablghtsi
into the child’s needs.

You will find in time, these small chunks of wrigrwill be less of an effort for you. It goes fasédd eas-
ier with practice and as it becomes habit
